Our 
guest speaker will be Dr. Isaac Haagen of the University of Minnesota.   There will be small group discussions 
after lunch seeking your opinions and input.

We had five great presenters this year that covered some important topics. These are a few highlights of what 
you may have heard about if you attended: 

“The best indicators of health are feed and milk yield. If everyone agrees that stress reduces productivity, then 
high productivity CANNOT be stressful” – Dr. Lance Baumgard 

“Data suggests attempting to treat subclinicals is not rewarding economically, nor does it have a significant 
impact on herd SCC. Never treat a cow based on SCC alone.” – Dr. Erin Royster 

“Take care of yourself! Practice intentional well-being, remember self-care is not selfish and to adjust your own 
oxygen mask first.” – Emily Krekelberg 

We also had two informative sessions with Katie England and Greg Palas from DRMS who showcased DART 
and what the software has to offer.

Central Plains Dairy Expo is coming up on March 28-30 in Sioux Falls, SD. We will be booth 

AF104, located in arena in the same spot as last year. We will also have Katie England from DRMS at our 
booth available to answer questions about DART.  
 

The 2023 budget calls for small increases in lab, sample transportation, reports (passing along price increases), 
and in some cases field tech pay and health insurance.  New prices will become effective on your sample day 
bill this spring.  Some reports will have a $1 per herd fee added:  Lactation Report, Herd Summary, SCC, 
Reproduction Report, Youngstock, Genetic Evaluation, and SCC Tank.  Lab price per sample for butterfat, 
protein, SCC, and MUN goes up 1.5 cents per sample.  Sample transportation adds $2.50 per herd since 
SpeeDee charges per tote not by weight alone, and their prices have gone up, as has the cost of vials and totes.
