e (Constantly be on the lookout for possible accident situations.
e Keep your mind on the job at hand.
e Take safety breaks throughout the work day to help you stay more alert and safer.

The Pocket Action List (319) also includes a list of low cows for your consideration in making culling choices.
Cows are listed in order by Production Index. In the example below the first cow has a PI of 71 which means
she is 29% below the herd in production (milk, fat, protein). She is not due for 7+ months and has a high SCC.
DNB will appear in the Br column on the far right if you have marked her as Do Not Breed.
